1. SNOW RESORT PROHIBITED AREAS
As mentioned on the map, DO NOT ski or ride in the
prohibited terrain in the resort and the area outside a
boundary line. Please do ask Ski Patrol or Authorized
Personnel if it is not clear.

2. FREERIDING AREA “OMUSUBI”
OMUSUBI freeride area is limited to advanced and
expert riders. Skiing/riding is permitted in this area
only when the gate is open.

3. SEARCH and RESCUE FEES
If we support search and rescue operation outside
the resort area, we shall request the payment of
relevant expenses. This will also be adapted to an
operation in the prohibited terrain in the resort.

4. GUESTS DUTIES and OBLIGATIONS
For your safetly, we kindly request all guests to
observe and follow any instructions from the resort
management and the Ski Patrol. Please follow and
practice the Hakuba Valley Safety Tips as part of
your responsibility when visiting our resort.

MOUNTAIN CLIMBMING and BACK COUNTRY SKIING
